2. Completed entries must be received no later than Thursday May 14, 2009 at 6 pm.

3. There is no limit on number of entries, but each work must be submitted on a separate
DVD/videotape. Please include a non-refundable $30/$40 entry fee and separate entry form for
EACH DVD/videotape. Without this fee, the entry will not be processed.

4. In order to have your entries returned after the festival, please include a self-addressed package
with the necessary postage affixed. ADF will not return entries without request and postage.

5. If your film is selected, we will ask you to send us still images via email (jpeg files, 300 dpi, size
5”x7”, black and white or color). ADF is given permission to use submitted still images and
video excerpts for publicity purposes related to the Festival.

6. ADF does not assume liability for submissions in the unforeseen event of loss or damage.
